following a maost enjoyable year in the life of this school.
This has been a year of challenge and excitement - one in
whick we have seen a number of changes at the school, in
quite a few areas. The emphasis for the year has been on
participation and democratic decision making at all levels
of the school operation, with the development of a friendly
working atmosphere. School Council fas been working
solidly on developing policies which are in tune with the
wishes of the community, whilst ensuring that the
School's available funds have been expended on
worthwhile projects such as the improvement of our
buildings, grounds and facilities. ‘The sub- committees
have worked consistently to provide recommendations to
Council ensuring that sound judgements are made on the
basis of accurate information .

Students, in general, have worked conscientiously under
the guidance of their teachers. This school offers a greater
range of educational opportunities than most, strongly
assisted by the funds provided through the Disadvantaged
Schools Program. ‘Through this source we have been
Sfortunate in gaining new technology in the form of further
computers, a computer drafting machine, a computer lathe
- naming but a few. During the year students have gained
expeniences not only swithin the school, fut also further
afield with excursions to Tasmania, Central Australia,
Hall's Gap, Apollo ‘Bay, the Momington Peninsula,
Melbourne and Arakpor., The impact of these experiences
remain over an extended period - often the benefits are not
immediately obvious.

‘Exfibitions stand out as important events in our annual
calendar; professional artwork in the form of Gallery
7790, then our Student Art Exhibition, and of course our
‘Fashion Parade. The school takes pride in being “open " for
the benefit of its local, as well as the greater Bendigo
community. The Careers Day for girls was a first for
Bendigo. The emphasis on non-traditional careers
availoble for qirls was well received; we are aware that
such tnformation sessions will be necessary on an ongoing
basis. ‘The Later Reading In-Service Course, undertaken
by thirteen of our staff members, has proven to be a most
valuable program, though its benefits will become more
evident in 1988,

We have had two long-serving staff members move on into
private employment during 1987. John Pearce and John
Parsons have contributed to the welfare and progress of
students in this community over a combined period of 27
years. Theirinfluence cannot be measured - we thank them
for their dedicated service, uishing them success in their
new endeavour.

The emphasis in education is changing os a result of the
numerous enquiries and reports commissioned by the
Government. This school Ras followed closely the
suggested directions encouraged by the Ministry of
Education. Our moves, therefore, are towards ensuring
that all students receive a comprefensive education.
Further progress, in fine with the Frameworks theme, will
be encouraged during 1988.

Best wishes to our Year 10 students who are moving on to
employment or further education. Thank you for your
contribution to the school aover your four year period of
attendance. I am positive that you will look back.on your
experiences at Taglehawk High Technical School as
having had a vital influence on your future lives.

My thanks to staff for their willing contribution over the
past year - I appland your dedication to the task.

I wish all readers the best for the Christmas season.
