As Eaglehawk High Technical School celebrates its 25th
Anniversary (and its last as a High Tech.), it is perhaps an
appropriate time to reflect on some major milestones in the
history of the school.

The first move towards establishing a secondary school in
Eaglehawk came in 1949 when the site of the school was first
ooked at with a view to purchase. Ministerial approval
followed quickly (October 1850), but negotiations were some-
what slow - the purchase was not finalized until November
19641

Eaglehawk High School was however established in
February 1964, not in the Borough, but in 5 portable class-
rooms at Camp Hill State School. The school comprised 122
students at Forms 1, 2 & 3, quided by 5 staff under the Head-
mastership of Mr. A. J. Wilson

1965 saw Eaglehawk High move 1o its present site. The
expanded school (now 208 students and 13 staff) moved into
the new buildings - 25 rooms compared with the original 5,

Alater Principal, Mr. Alan Coulson was largely responsible
for the school gaining its Technical facilities. After constant
pressure on the Education Department, the decision was
made In 1972 to equip the school with a Tech. component.
This was followed by the building of the Tech. wing in 1977/78.

Otherworks of importance from round this period included;
the repair, refurbishment and establishment of the Barn as a
pottery compiex (from 1976 onwards, largely under the care
ol John Foster our current Vice Principal), and the construc-
tion of the library (previously confined to the classrooms C3
and C4) beginning in December 1979 to its official opening on
July 18th, 1980

Another imporiant structure came into use with the open-
ing of the mudbrick Horticulture Centre in May 1984, although
Horticulture hadformed part of the cumiculum since 1977 The
well-established gardens at the school are a direct legacy of
the Horticuiture program - the Garden State Award for 1985
(with many Regional awards) shows how well this part of the
cumriculum has developed.

The 80's have seen the setting up of two computer rooms,
a Reading Centre, the establishment of a Cratt/Photography
facility and a continuing push for a HallGymnasium.
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S.R.C.

This year the SR.C. was very
successful. | was President, Nicole
Inglis was Vice President, Amanda
Marwood was Secretary, and Jody
Wallis was Treasurer.. oh and we
can’tforgetour Publicity Consultant,
Alice Morrall.

Westarted off very busily this year
with such things as an caster Egg
Raffle, a float in the Dahlia & Arts
Procession, and the selling of Identi-
fication cards. We also held two
successful Socials that were enjoyed
by all. Towards the end of the year
we held a mock-horse, otherwise
known as the Barough Cup.

With the money that we raised we
tried to buy items that would benefit
the most students possible. We gave
funds to Phys. Ed., Textiles, Science
and Art Departments plus many
more.

Apartfromraisng moncy we have
also had students on the School
Council, in the Education Subcom-
mittee, Canteen Committee, and in-
volved in the Disad vantaged Schools

m.

This has given the students a
chance to have our say in the running
of the school. Everybody has worked
hard and enjoyed being in the S.R.C.
and we have achieved a lot,
