Education in
Secondary Colleges in
Victoria has been subject
to some mapor changes
during the past decade,
with the most dramatic
changes flowing from the
Victorian Certificate of
Education. The V.C E. providesconsiderablechangein the
organisation of the curriculum in Years 11 and 12 and an
emphasis on teaching and learning strategies which assist
the student in becoming an independent learner.

On the local scene, the Bendigo District Secondary
Colleges have been involved in a process of assessing the
adequacy of the curniculum they offer to their school
communities. Consequently it has been determined by the
Reorganisation Manning Committee that all students
studying the V.CE. should attend Bendigo Senior
Secondary College, thus providing greateropportunity for
all students to have access to & broad comprehensive
curriculum.

1991 has been a particularly significant year in the
history of our College with the commencement of the
construction of our Assembly Hall/Gymnasium, As the
building proceeds wo are seeing evidence of a structure
which is far beyond our original expectations, | am excited
by the total concept which has been achieved through the
remodelling of our old gymnasium into a performing arts
centre with practicerooms and offices, and with theaddition
of a full size gymnasium. Next year will be most exciting
with theofficial openingand our first expersences with this
tantastic facility.

The building project is a tribute to  great number of
staff, parents and community members and politicians,
who haveadopted this projpct asa top priority throughout
the past decade. Our current Premier, when in her former
role as Minister for Education, was certainly one of our
main supporters in seeing this project through to fruition.

College Council
